April 10, 2023 — Monday

Traveling to Washington D.C.

Our wonderful adventure begins as we fly to Washington D.C.

April 11, 2023 — Tuesday

Arlington — D.C. City Tour — White House Visitor’s Center

and Robert Kennedy graves plus the Changing of the Guard at
the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier.

We continue with a D.C. city tour with a stop at The White House
Visitor's Center to learn about our executive mansion and the
presidential families that lived here. Last but certainly not least, we
will enjoy a spring stroll along the National Mall's Tidal Basin. The
long, grassy National Mall is home to iconic monuments including
the Lincoln Memorial and Washington Monument and also known
for its blossoming cherry trees. Make sure to stop to admire four
impressive Memorials: Jefferson, Franklin D. Roosevelt, Martin
Luther King Jr., and National WWII.

In the afternoon, we will embark on an Annapolis city
tour which highlights the US Naval Academy with its sprawling
waterfront gardens, beaux arts architecture, monuments and a
naval history museum. We are back at our hotel for an evening
at your own pace.
