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August 5, 2025 - Tuesday
Arrive Halifax, NS
Welcome to Halifax, a charming coastal 
city that blends history and scenery! 
Upon arrival at Halifax Stanfield 
International Airport (YHZ), you will 
meet your Tour Director, and our 
private motorcoach will take you to your 
comfortable hotel in downtown Halifax.

Halifax & Peggy’s Cove

climbing clematis, and popcorn plants!  
Next, visit the Halifax Citadel National 
Historic Site. In the heart of downtown 
Halifax, this strategic hilltop fort offers 
a commanding view of Halifax Harbour. 
Step back to 1869 and immerse yourself 
in the social and military history of 
Halifax with the 78th Highlanders and 
the 3rd Brigade Royal Artillery. Learn 
about the changing roles of the fort and 
visit the Army Museum. Today, enjoy a 
leisurely lunch at one of Halifax’s many 
excellent restaurants. In the afternoon, 
embark on a scenic drive to Peggy’s

Cove, renowned for its picturesque 
lighthouse and stunning coastal views. 
Peggy’s Cove Lighthouse is one of 
Nova Scotia’s most well-known and may 
be the most photographed in Canada. 
Located in this quaint fishing village, this 
lighthouse was built in 1915. Take time to 
explore the charming village and capture 
memorable photos.  Before returning to 
Halifax, enjoy dinner at a local restaurant 
near Peggy’s Cove, savoring delicious 
seafood and regional dishes.

Halifax to Digby
Journey to the Annapolis Valley, starting 
with a visit to Grand Pré National Historic

garden, and a Memorial Church. The site 
is a monument to Acadian culture and 
deportation. Next, enjoy a delightful wine 
tasting at a local winery, sampling some 
of the finest wines produced in the valley. 
Afterward, explore the charming town of 
Wolfville for lunch on your own. In the 
afternoon, visit a local brewery for a beer 
tasting, discovering the craft beer scene 
of the Annapolis Valley.

Digby and the Surrounding Area
Immerse yourself in the rich gardening 
history at the Annapolis Royal Historic 
Gardens, showcasing beautifully 
designed landscapes. Our highlights 
today include a Pine Forest & Native Plant 
Garden, an Acadian House & Garden, a 
Governor’s Garden, Victorian Garden, 
and a modern Innovative Garden. There 
are several significant plant collections, 
including the largest rose collection in 
Eastern Canada.  Next, visit the Port 
Royal National Historic Site to learn 
about the early French settlers and their 
contributions to the region. From kitchen 
and forge to the Artisan’s quarters and 
trading room, each room has a function. 
Additionally, as you explore, you’ll likely 
meet a French colonist. Sit and have a 
chat with them as they share their workand 
personal stories, including their friendship 
with the Mi’kmaq. As a group, we will 
dine in either Annapolis Royal or Bear 
River, a unique tidal village built on stilts. 
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After lunch, continue to explore the 
area at your own pace, soaking in the 
beautiful surroundings.

August 10, 2025 - Sunday
Digby to St. Andrews, NB
Embark on a ferry ride across the 
Bay of Fundy to Saint John, New 
Brunswick.
