We continue
to the island of Burano to stroll the
picturesque streets of brightly colored
houses and discover the masterpieces of
lace made by experts. The lace houses
are true gems, and a visit to those is an
unforgettable experience. We head back
to Venice to enjoy lunch at leisure, and
the remainder of the day is yours to “get
lost” and explore the labyrinth of narrow
alleys, countless bridges, and small
squares!
